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Ambassador Promotes Knowledge Sharing in Tourism Industry

On 26 September 2017, Ambassador Jukr Boon-Long, Ambassador of Thailand to
Myanmar, delivered the welcome remarks at the “Amazing Thailand Roadshow to Myanmar 2017,”
organized by the Tourism Authority of Thailand (TAT) at Novotel Yangon Max. There were altogether
35 Thai representatives from the tourism industry, and 148 representatives from the Myanmar side who
attended the event.

Ambassador Jukr Boon-Long emphasized Thai-Myanmar cooperation on tourism, noting
that TAT has been organizing a roadshow to Myanmar for more than six years. Each year, it has received
an increasing number of participants, which reflects the growth in cooperation and people-to-people
exchange between Thailand and Myanmar. Thailand acknowledges that tourism plays a central role in the
economic development of both countries, and sees potential to further expand and strengthen Thai-
Myanmar business collaboration in the tourism industry. In 2016, Thailand welcomed 32 million
international tourists, including 360,000 Myanmar tourists, who generated an income of 42 billion USD.
Thailand and Myanmar can work together to increase the number of international tourist arrivals, and the
number of tourists visiting both countries. Moreover, Thailand and Myanmar already have two
Memorandums of Understanding to promote cooperation in tourism, and Thailand stands ready to share
experiences in various areas, ranging from marketing in tourism to conservation of tourist destinations.

The Royal Thai Embassy in Yangon has consistently supported the sharing of knowledge
and experiences between Thai and Myanmar agencies with the aim for both countries to economically
develop and move forward together. This is in line with the Royal Thai Government’s policy, which
views neighbouring countries’ security and prosperity as Thailand’s security and prosperity.
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
